PALM SUNDAY: /A DAY OF SRIRITUWALMNITY

On April 13th, Palm Sunday, our parish became a center of spiritual unity and cultural importance. As
every year, we traditionally began the celebration with the Divine Liturgy, during which the faithful had the

prayer. Following the Liturgy, the traditional blessing of the willow
branches took place, a significant ritual commemorating the
Entrance of the Lord into Jerusalem @ an event symbolizing the
sacrificial love of Jesus Christ for the salvation of humanity.

In the evening, the Sacrament of Unction (Soboruvania) was held, which became the culmination of the
spiritual enrichment of our parishioners.
